The meeting commenced at 7.15pm with a welcome and introductions from the Chair, Terry Silverstone.

Mike Keen, CEO, covered the objectives of the evening. These were included in slides shown at the meeting.
The attendees were advised that the meeting was being recorded to be used as an on-line training resource and all were advised to switch off their cameras and to mute their microphones.

The Special General Meeting was opened at 7.25 pm

It was explained that the LPC is governed by its constitution. Because of the amount of time and effort being spent on the Wright Review and because PSNC has delayed electing its Regional Representatives, who must be members of an LPC, this LPC proposes to extend the sitting of our current committee from 4 years (ending March 31st, 2022) to 5 and so  to 2023. That means a change to the constitution. This will be a temporary, one-off change that applies to 2021-22 only and after that the constitution will revert to its current format.

 

Paragraphs in the constitution affected were circulated to contractors in advance of this meeting:

 

7. Election to the Committee
7.1. An election shall take place every four years to elect the balance of the members, having regard to the number of members appointed in paragraphs 6.1, 6.2 and 6.3 above.

 

13. Term of Office
Subject to paragraphs 14 and 16, members of the Committee shall hold office from 1 April in the year of the election or appointment for a period of 4 years 
 

As of June 1st 75%, of LPC members voted in favour of changing the constitution, so meeting the two-thirds majority needed to hold this SGM. 
The CEO advised that no objections to the proposal were received. Contractors present were asked whether anyone present disagreed with the proposal. In the event, there were no objections and so, as any votes cast by electronic means were in favour, the proposal was passed, and the constitution amended.

Therefore, for 2021/22 part 7 of the constitution will read:
7. Election to the Committee
7.1. An election shall take place every four years, excepting the year 2021/22 when the committee will sit for five years,  to elect the balance of the members, having regard to the number of members appointed in paragraphs 6.1, 6.2 and 6.3 above.
Part 13 will read:

 13. Term of Office
Subject to paragraphs 14 and 16, members of the Committee shall hold office from 1 April in the year of the election or appointment for a period of 4 years except in the year 2021/22 when it shall be extended to five years.

The Chair closed the SGM at 7.26 pm. 
The next part of the meeting dealt with the requirements of Annexe F of the service specification for GP CPCS. The CEO took the meeting through a presentation about this with slides and information to support contractors, to meet the requirements of the service specification and claim the £300 engagement fee. It was made clear that this  claim will likely be subject to post payment verification should an audit of the pharmacy be undertaken. As not all contractors could be present this session was  recorded at a link shown below to allow pharmacists and staff to access the information. A copy of the slide deck is attached along with these minutes, to the email this is sent with. 

It was explained that a key part of the information presented is the training and information for pharmacy and surgery staff. This was played to those present but because of copyright matters cannot be broadcast at the link attached. It is a part of the Virtual Outcomes package that all contractors in Kingston and Richmond have access to. That can be reached by signing into Virtual Outcomes and clicking on the links demonstrated in the slides. It will be necessary to use this when engaging with surgeries.

A questions and answers section was held at the end of the meeting. Questions included:

· Dipak Nandha asked what are costs of the IT and how will they be covered?  The CEO responded that Patient Access charges GPs 5p per patient per annum on their list. They will probably charge community pharmacy the same as Sonar, between 50p and £1 per transaction although Sonar is at present free to us, and the company are supporting the training of surgery staff as well. With the benefits of the integrated systems and the volumes possible, that may be good value from these companies, but it is a contractor decision.

· CJ Patel stated that in Croydon the use of a standardised IT system has been a challenge and there is a lack of central direction to GPs on this matter so they may choose different systems. This risks GP CPCS being a service in name only as unless launched properly there is no proper way of referring to pharmacies from surgeries.
· Mitesh asked for confirmation about how pharmacies will be informed if a surgery advises that it wishes to go ahead. The CEO stated that, at that point, he will circulate all relevant documents to all pharmacies in that surgery’s PCN area and send relevant documents to the surgery, to start the process. Training support will be needed at that point.

· Fatemeh confirmed that East Twickenham PCN area has discussed the service and Cross Deep surgery is ready to go although it is currently busy and needs support with training.

· The treasurer advised that the sum contractors will gain by claiming the engagement fee will be £24000.

There being no further questions, the meeting closed at 8.40 pm.
